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Installation note: The handle is designed to mount directly to the rear of a flat panel display with either a 75mm x 75mm or 
100mm x 100mm VESA mounting pattern. If the VESA mounting pattern is recessed on the rear of the display, nylon spacers 
from the GCX arm hardware kit can be used in addition to the M4 screws included with handle to properly mount it to the 
display.  The handle is adjustable to fit typical flat panel displays with overall widths (not diagonal measurement) from 12” (30 
cm) to 25” (63 cm). 

Adjust width of handle 

1. Slightly loosen the four (4) locknuts on the rear of the handle using the 3/8” (10mm) wrench, which will allow the handle 
grips to slide in/out. 

2. Align the handle with the back of the display so the VESA pattern is centered.  Adjust the handle grips so they are 
approximately 1-2” (2.5-5.0 cm) from each side of the display, then tighten the four (4) locknuts to secure the grips.

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Install handle to recessed VESA patterns (applies to 75 x 75mm and 100 x 100mm) 

1. Using the four nylon spacers from your GCX arm hardware kit, align the upper two spacers between VESA pattern on 
display and handle plate, within the recess. 

2. Install the upper two M4 x 20mm PHMS through the handle plate, spacers and into the VESA pattern on display, leave the 
screws extending out beyond handle plate. 

3. Using the two installed screws, align them with the slots on the GCX VESA plate (on arm) and hang the display (with 
handle) on the VESA plate. 

4. Install the two lower M4 x 20mm PHMS through the GCX VESA plate, handle, spacers and into the VESA pattern on 
display. 

5. Tighten all four M4 x 20mm PHMS.

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Routine Maintenance 
 
Periodically inspect all fasteners associated with the mounting system. Tighten or adjust fasteners as necessary for 
optimal operation and safety. 
 
Cleaning the Mounting Assembly 
 
1. The mounting assembly may be cleaned with most mild, non-abrasive solutions commonly used in the hospital environment (e.g. diluted 
bleach, ammonia, or alcohol solutions).

5. Never submerge or allow liquids to enter the mounting assembly. Wipe any cleaning agents off of the assembly immediately, using water 
dampened cloth. Dry the assembly thoroughly after cleaning.
